OChange Your Clock, Change Your
Battery2O is a national home fire safety

campaign sponsored by the Interna-
tional Association of Fire Chiefs

(ICHIEFS) and Energizer.

Home fires. Somewhere in the nation,
a home fire occurs every 85 seconds.
The peak time for home fire fatalities
is between 2 a.m.. and 4 a.m.Bwhen
most people are asleep.

Tragically, many people mistakenly
believe theyOd be awakened by the
smell of smoke in time to escape, how-
ever recent clinical experiments have
found that the sense of smell lessens
during sleep. In addition, smoke dis-
orients people, making their ability to
respond worse.

Fire deaths peak in winter monthsbDe-
cember through February. Smoking
materials and poorly installed, main-

tained or misused portable or area
heating equipment are leading causes
of fatal home fires.

Children and Home Fires. Children
ages five and under are twice as likely
to die in home fires. About 900 chil-
dren die annually in home fires, 80%
of whom were in homes without
working smoke alarms.

The Issue: Smoke Alarm Neglect.
Although smoke alarms are present
in 94% of U.S. homes, 20% donOt work,
mostly because of worn or missing
batteries. That means nearly 16 million
homes are at needless risk.

In the U.S., between 75 and 80% of fire
deaths result from fires in homes with-
out working smoke alarms. Half of
the home fire deaths resulted from
fires in the small percentage of home
(6%) without any smoke alarms. Data
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indicates that the US continues to
have one of the highest fire death
rates among the industrialized na-
tions.

If a fire occurs, working smoke alarms
cut the risk of dying in a home fire
nearly in half by providing early
warning and extra seconds to escape.
Due in large part to smoke alarms,
home fire deaths dropped to 2,895 in
1999bthe lowest ever recorded.

The National Fire Alarm Code recommends a minimum of one smoke alarm
on each level of a home, one inside each bedroom and one outside eac
sleeping area.

So take a few minutes to change the batteries in your smoke alarms, as well |
as take a few other fire safety prevention measures such as:

O Push the test button to make sure the alarm works

O Clean smoke alarms by vacuuming them. Repeat the cleaning monthly.

O Check flashlight batteries and place working flashlights near all beds to
help family members exit if electricity is not working or to signal for help
during a fire.

O Plan and rehearse two escape routes during a fire and select a meeting

place for family members outside the home.

ChiefOs Message

Compared to last year, this fire sea-
son has been pretty light. Relative
humidities were up for most of the
summer and fire danger really
wasnOt the concern it was last year.
However, just a couple days ago
Sugarloaf reported relative humidi-
ties at 1% and 2%. Readings in Sun-
shine are a little better but still hover
in the single digits. Light fuels are
pretty much in the explosive range.
Like you, | have totally enjoyed our
wonderful Indian summer, but these
humidity levels indicate that the fire
season isnOt over yet and we still
have the risk of wildfire until we get
some rain or snow. Be careful out
there.

The summer mitigation program
sponsored by the Sunshine fire de-
partment has been another big suc-
cess. 31 different property owners
took advantage of the matching
funds or free chipping, thanks to a
National Fire Plan/Colorado State
Forest Service grant. $16,000 of fed-
eral money was matched with an
equal amount of paid and volunteer
labor. Probably the biggest single
thing each of us can do to protect
Sunshine from fire is to trim and
clear trees around our properties.
After our second year of funding
this program Sunshine is well on its
way to putting our forests back into
a much healthier state. These same
grant moneys have been applied for
next year. Those of you who have
started mitigation are encouraged to
plan for further trimming next year.

Several Sunshine folks have asked
about having the fire department
come and burn slash on their prop-

erties. Such controlled burns are a
great way to get rid of the leftovers
from your mitigation efforts. But
while the upcoming winter season
can be a perfect time to burn, plan-
ning for these events is a bit difficult.
Humidity levels need to be high with
snow on the ground and getting a
group of volunteer firefighters to-
gether on a moments notice to burn
your slash after a snow fall is not
always possible. Also, location is of-
ten an issue. Slash piles on steep
mountain slopes or where access is
limited may be more than a team of
volunteers can be expected to do.
Several slash sites have been identi-
fied for burning this winter but only

a small number can be overseen by
SFPD.

It is time for a reminder that our fire
trucks are bigger than your car or
truck. Keeping your driveway
trimmed so we have access to your
property is very important to our
being able to help in time of emer-
gency. Take a few minutes to look
around your area and make sure

emergency services can reach your
house.

Over the next few weeks we will be
surveying many parts of our district.
You may have the opportunity to see
your volunteers and fire trucks in
your driveways. DonOt panic. We will
simply be confirming emergency
routes, addresses and accessibility. If
you wish not to have SFPD enter
your property simply let us know.

This has been a great summer in Sun-
shine. Emergency calls have been
lower than normal and your cooper-

ation and encouragement has been

wonderful. LetOs continue to stay
safe.

SFPD Deployed to Swain Fire

On August 13th, the Forest Service
called the Sunshine Fire Protection
District and asked if we could send a

Brush Truck to Montana to help sup-

press wildfires. That afternoon, Rick

Lansky, Larry Campbell and | set off

for Montana in the Sunshine Brush

Truck. We arrived to 100 degree heat
and were sent out to help out with one

of the many fires in the area. En route
to the fire, a new fire was starting to

really take off and the Sunshine crew
was deterred to that fire.

We arrived in the middle of nowhere
around dusk. We could see our fire
burning the grass and torching pon-
derosa pines. That first night we were
assigned the dirt road in front of the
fire and our job was to keep the fire

from jumping the (
road. Even at 2 a.m.
when we timed out
(timed out is where
we have worked 16
hours and must stop
for a rest), the trees
were still torching.
The next day, waking
in a smoky field, we
found out we were on

a fire called the Swain *
Fire and that all the equipment we
had was what we could see: five other
brush trucks, two bull dozers, a local
tender and our knowledge of fighting
fire. Not wanting to complain, we
asked about support like gas, food,
water. The response was, what you
have is it.

After a quick meal of MREs, (Meals
Ready to Eat) and a not so quick
trip to gas up, we attacked the fire
which was ripping, with trees on
fire, spots over the road, etc. We
tried to help hold the road, but the
fire won that battle hands down.

Forrest Jones Is a Legend in Sunshine

Nearly every community has a few
legendary characters, but the mountain
town of Sunshine has just one. The late
Forrest Jones was known to every old-
timer and, for nearly a century, his life
was intertwined with the place he called
homeE

Jones was born in the town of Sunshine
in 1897. During his childhood, his family
moved back and forth between the Jones
cabin (now a Boulder County landmark)
and a ranch on Sunshine Canyon Road.
In a booklet he wrote on the history of
his hometown, Jones said that he had "a
good life in Sunshine."

"I think it's important that young people
know some of the history,” he told his
readers. "There aren't many people
around who remember as far back as |
do." According to Jones, he made his
living doing whatever jobs were
available. That included cutting wood,

mountain ranch.

Jones never drove a car. He rode a
horse or walked wherever he needed
to go. However, he wrote about how
excited everyone was in 1906 when
the first car, a Reo, drove into town.
Jones was 9 at the time, and his
recollection was that the early cars
weren't very dependable.

"They worked," he wrote, "but you
had to push them sometimes."” (The
Camera reported 26 automobiles in
Boulder that year.)

Electricity didn't come to the
mountain town until 1940, although
some of the surrounding gold mines
had electric power as early as 1929.
Water was pumped from a
community well and hauled in
barrels by a horse-drawn wagon to
individual homes.

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When Jones was a boy, the town had
a post office, as well as a grocery
store, two hotels, a bakery and a
saloon among its businesses. Jones
attended the Sunshine School from
about 1903 to 1912,

Over the years, Jones became the
unofficial caretaker of the Sunshine
Cemetery. His interest started in 1921
when his family moved the body of
his maternal grandfather from the
cemetery in the nearby mountain
town of Salina to the one in
Sunshine. As a young man, Jones
helped dig many of the graves.

In an interview in 1984, Jones said,
"Seven or eight men would take
turns for one or two days. We'd drill
by hand, blast, and dig with a pick
and shovel." Jones also set up the
four cornerstones that mark the
cemetery's boundaries and strung
the barbed wire that hangs between
them.

In addition, he compiled a list of 157
burials in the Sunshine Cemetery
and donated the list to the Carnegie
Branch Library for Local History. He
kept up his interest in the cemetery
until the day he died in 1989 at the
age of 92.

Jones never married and is buried
with his siblings, parents and

grandparents under the lilacs that

they planted years ago. "l put some
roses in," he once said, "but they
didn't grow."
